Schedule of distribution and instruction : 

1) Sub allotment of  S.K Oil to the nominees /sub wholeseller has been made on the

basis of the population as  per census record of 2001.

2) All nominees /sub wholesellers kerosine Oil depot will lift cent percent quantity of allotted quantity of .S.K Oil from concerned Oil Marketting companies within the month itself preferably within 25th by depositing value there of. 

3) Secretaries of the GPSS/F.P. shop dealers in rural and urban areas respectively will lift their allotted share of kerosine Oil from the concerned S.K Oil depot and must ensure distribution amongst Consumers/FIC holders @ 1 ltr. per FI card per week ie 4(four) times in a month through the network of licenced F.P shop dealers appointed by Licensing Authority.

4) Quantum of issue of S.K.oil will be uniform in urban and rural alike ie 4(four) ltrs.in a

month per FI card. 

5) Hawkers dully licenced and equipped with tricycle will get @ 300 ltrs.of S.K Oil per month which shall have to be lifted from the concerned kerosine Oil depot in 2(two)equal installments  for distribution to consumers at the fixed spot of distribution already notified/ to be notified from time to time.

6) Licenced retailers having permanent place of business and necessary infrastructure will get S.K Oil @150 ltrs. per month for distribution to FI card holders of the area to be tagged by the local Area Inspector of FCS & CA.

7)  Hawkers will lift and distribute allotted quantity of S.K Oil only on the following days of the month. 

    1) Hawkers of Sipajhar area: On every 1st and 3rd Saturday of the month.

    2) Hawkers of Mangaldai area: On every 2nd and 4th Thursday of the month.  

    3) Hawkers of Kharupetia area: On every 1st and 3rd Thursday of the month.

                   No kerosene Oli will be allowed to be lifted by any hawkers except on the days specified here in above. Concerned sub wholesellers S.K Oil depot will arrange to maintain stock of S.K Oil accordingly on these days without fail.

                   Any deviation of the above schedule/instruction will be dealt with firmly and attract legal action punishable under section 7 of the Essential Commodities Act, 1955.
